Seven Churches Pilgrimage, Explained
The Seven Churches Pilgrimage is the practice of visiting seven

different churches on Holy Thursday, in imitation of the journey of
Christ on the eve of his crucifixion.The devotion is thought to have
originated in sixteenth-century Rome, where pilgrims — likely led
by St. Philip Neri — would visit the seven major basilicas there: St.
Peter’s in the Vatican, St. John Lateran, St. Paul Outside the Walls,
St. Mary Major, St. Sebastian Outside the Walls, St. Lawrence Out-
side the Walls and Santa Croce in Gerusalemme. Pilgrims under-
taking this journey anywhere in the world can visit any seven
churches while adoring Christ in the Blessed Sacrament upon the
Altar of Repose, fulfilling his request of his disciples to stay with
him as he awaited his Passion. There are specific Scripture passag-
es that pilgrims can meditate upon at each altar. ©OLPi

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From the Deacon’s Desk

Today’s celebration of Palm Sunday ! i

is like a bridge that connects two sides of a gorge. One side
is where we’ve traveled for the last five weeks on our Len-
ten journey. The other side is Holy Week which we are
about to cross into.

In the last three weeks, we have heard our gospel readings
call us to repentance. Three weeks ago, we heard the gar-
dener begging the vineyard owner to be gracious and give
the vine a little more time. We see that the vineyard owner
patiently gives time, but that time is not endless. Then we
heard of the prodigal son who repented of his ways. Last
week, we read about the woman caught in adultery repent-
ing and sinning no more.

Each Friday as we participated in the Stations of the Cross,
it reminded us of all that our Lord endured for our sake. It
reminded us that Jesus was condemned when it should
have been us. We saw Jesus take up his cross, which serves
as reminder that we are daily to do the same. His falling
with His cross reminded us of every time we fall into sin.
The Stations of the Cross help us to gain a better under-
standing of the horror that Christ experienced in His cruci-
fixion. It also opened our hearts and minds to what a moth-
er would’ve experienced watching her baby go through all
that violence. It is almost incomprehensible. When we
read of Simon of Cyrene and his resistance to help Jesus, it
served as a painful reminder of the many times that we fail
help Jesus when we fail to help others. When we saw Jesus
being stripped of his earthly possessions, it helped us to
reflect on how we respond when we see, in our society,
people being stripped of their possessions, rights, and even
dignity. Do we act or are we complicit in it? During the
stations it was painful, knowing that Jesus was nailed to
that cross for us, but we also experienced consolation, in
knowing that it was our sins that were ultimately nailed to
that cross, and when Jesus died, our sins died along with
Him. And at the end of the stations, it all pointed to Jesus,
and His resurrection, His redemption, and the offer of new
life where there was only death.

We were blessed and fed three spiritually rich, nutritious
meals that strengthened us for our Lenten journey, by Fa-
ther Jacob Bearer. On our first night of the three-night Len-
ten Mission, Father Jacob challenged us to “Get Your Eyes
on Jesus" as well as providing opportunities for confessions.
Father then trained us for spiritual battles that all of us fight
by teaching us that we are to use "Worship as a Weapon of
Hope". On the last night of the mission, he showed us that
"You can Pray with Others and See Miracles”. This was spir-
itually nutritious food for our souls.

Now, as we celebrate Palm Sunday, we witness Jesus’s triumphal
entry into Jerusalem. In ancient times, palms would be laid be-
fore a king who was returning victorious over the defeat of his
enemies. That king would be riding a powerful mighty majestic
stallion. Our triumphal king Jesus comes riding in, not on a pow-
erful stallion, but on a humble mule. This reminds us that Jesus is
a different kind of victorious king. His entry does celebrate the
victories that Christ won over evil, darkness, injustice, infirmity,
and hatred. But all of these are simply a precursor and point to
the ultimate victory that Christ wins in the last leg of our Lenten
journey.

On the other side of Palm Sunday is Holy Week. While it is not
liturgically a part of the Triduum, one of my favorite parts of Holy
Week is going to the Cathedral of St. John the Baptist for the
Chrism Mass. This is a spectacular celebration of the church’s
tradition of creating holy oils. It is a spectacle to be observed and
experienced. | encourage everyone to go and participate in the
Chrism Mass.

Holy Thursday reminds us that just as Christ served others, we
are called to deny ourselves and serve others, especially those in
most need.

Then we have Good Friday. What a solemn and beautiful oppor-
tunity to show reverence for the cross that our Jesus hung on for
us. This provides us a quiet time of reflection to try to grasp the
immensity of Christ’s sacrifice on the cross.

Finally, we experience the fullness in completion of our Lenten
journey by celebrating Christ’s triumphal victory over sin, evil,
and even death. Through this journey, we are reminded that our
sins were nailed to the cross, along with Jesus. That our sins
were put to death by Jesus’s death. That just as Christ received
new life, if we put our faith in Jesus, we too will receive new life.

It is Jesus, Easter, the resurrection, and the reality of all that
means, that is our destination. We should stay in this truth. That
is why we have the Easter season to celebrate and continue to
rejoice in Christ’s victory over death and sin.

This has been a wonderful Lenten journey; | consider my blessed
myself to have traveled it with each and every one of you.
